We Have So Much In Common:

5 minutes 
Writing three things we like to do.  The facilitator will explain to participants that they have to write in each index card a word or a phrase describing one thing they like to do, but without writing their names.   They may choose personal activities such as going fishing, gardening, cooking, writing; work-related activities such as budgeting, planning, evaluating; or ArtCorps related such as being a board member, participating in a particular committee, reading artists’ blogs, etc. After writing they need to return the index cards to facilitator.
5 minutes
Mixing cards.  The facilitator will mix all cards and then randomly give back three cards to each participant.  Participants read the cards and divide them into two categories: descriptions that fit them and descriptions that don’t fit them. 
10 minutes   Trading.  Participants who have cards which don’t fit them, have the option to trade cards with other participants, following a simple rule: they stand up and look for a participant who may fit that characteristic and try to trade, but only one card  at a time and with one participant.  As soon as the participant has the cards that fit her/him they should sit down.  After trading time expires, participants return to their seats.
10 minutes 
A report back.  Participants work in small groups and read the cards and explain that characteristic, indicating if those were their original cards.
5 minutes 
Debrief.  Facilitator may ask these two questions to reflect about the activity:
· How much we have in common?

· How important is to share?
